British Columbia Tenpin Federation Tournament Rules
1. Entry Fee:  $40.00 per event (Lineage $15.00, Prize Fund $21.50, Expenses $3.50).  

Prize Fund is returned 100%.  Ratio of 1 in 5 or greatest portion thereof will cash in each event.

2. Bowlers may enter the All-Events Handicap for an additional $5 or All-Events Scratch for an additional $10. Minimum ratio of 1 in 8 will cash. All-Events will consist of bowler’s scores from first appearances in Singles, Doubles & Team Event in any division.

3. Participants must be members in good standing of the Canadian Tenpin Federation (CTF) and the British Columbia Tenpin Federation (BCTF) and their respective local associations.

4. Bowlers must be 19 years of age as of the first day of the tournament.

5. The tournament will have a men’s singles division, a women’s singles division (and respective all-events).  Doubles will have a men’s, woman’s and mixed divisions.  Team event will be one division.
6. This is a handicap tournament with a handicap of 100% of 230.

7. Team event: 4 person teams any combination, unlimited entries, must change 2 team members.

Doubles event: 2 person teams (2 men, 2 women or mixed), unlimited entries, new partners.

Singles event: 1 person, unlimited entries, may only cash once.

8. Entry form must be filled out completely when submitted. Full entry fees must be remitted within 7 days and are NON-REFUNDABLE.  Late fee of $5 for entries received after April 20, 2020.  Re-entry will not be subject to this late fee.  
9. Paid entries received after April 20, 2020 will be accommodated on a first come, first served basis, subject to lane availability. 
10. Priority Registration is available to qualified entrants.
11. Bowlers must use his/her highest sanctioned CTF or USBC average from the following (min. 21 games).  Sport/challenge averages will be adjusted by tournament staff.
a. 2019 Season End (Book Average) 
b. Current average as of April 15, 2019, if no average then bowlers must bowl scratch.
12. Rule 319d does not apply, all other rerate rules apply.  Any bowler who has an average bowled on a challenge or sport pattern (as determined by BCTF) will be re-rated at the discretion of tournament staff. The tournament manager reserves the right to re-rate bowlers as necessary.  A bowler that enters using an average that does not reflect his/her true ability may be disqualified.
13. Substitutes must be BCTF and CTF members in good standing.  Such persons must take the spot vacated in the lineup.  A substitute is not required to reimburse the original entrant an entry fee, or any prizes won, including money.  Substitutes may be made prior to any shift; absentee scores are not permitted. 
14. Check-in starts 45 minutes prior to shift time.  Entries close 30 minutes before each shift. Bowlers receive 0 for all frames missed.

15. BCTF Dress Code is in effect:  Ripped clothing, caps or hats, short skirts or skorts (if hem of the attire does not reach below fingertips at side length), low cut and/or muscle shirts, tank tops, top that show a bare midriff are not permitted.  The tournament manager or his/her designate will request that all bowlers wearing improper attire change clothes prior to participation.

16. Bowlers disrupting the tournament in any way may be disqualified at the tournament manager’s discretion.
17. Practice will commence 10 minutes before each shift.

18. Any protests must be made in writing within 24 hours to the tournament manager.
19. Any issues not mentioned above are at the discretion of the tournament manager and/or the tournament committee in accordance with CTF rules.
20. Registrants authorize BCTF to take photographs at this event for purposes including, but not limited to; website media, newsletter publications and promotional use.
